CHARCOAL AND GAS GRILL

ADDENDUM

In accordance with Springfield City codes, no charcoal or gas grill may be operated on a combustible balcony or within ten (10) feet of combustible construction. Charcoal grills may not be stored on upper-level balconies. Gas grills may not be stored on upper-level balconies or lower level patios. If you choose to store a gas grill in your apartment home you must dispose of the gas/propane container. Storage of a gas container (full or empty) anywhere on the premises will be treated as a violation of the city ordinance and of your lease. 

Residents who occupy a ground level apartment home with an open patio area may use a charcoal grill if it is set at least ten (10) feet from any building, vehicle, or any other combustible construction. Gas grills may not be used under any circumstance. Resident will be responsible to attend to grill at all times during operation and will return grill to patio area when coals are out and the grill is not in use. Resident will be held responsible for any harm or damage caused by the grills.

Electric grills are acceptable and encouraged.

No flammable materials should be stored near water heaters, furnaces, or any other combustible device.

If you are found to be violating these rules, you will be given one written warning, and the second violation will automatically result in your 30-day notice to vacate your apartment. Violations may also result in penalties set forth by City Officials.
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
